REPORT BY TOWN PLANNING COMMISSION: No report.
DISCUSS AND/OR APPROVE ALLOWING OF FIREWORKS IN THE TOWN (Camp Else Where, Gooseneck Lake) No action will be taken at this time.
DISCUSS ROADS, DRIVEWAYS, CULVERTS AND SNOWPLOWING: 
1. Discuss and/or approve new mowing entity for the Town of Lind – Chairman Gall reported Waupaca County Highway Department is not taking on anymore mowing jobs; John Gunderson will mow for approximately $135-$145 per hour. It was moved by Gall, seconded by Hardy to approve John Gunderson to mow the town roads for approximately $135-$145 per hour. Motion carried with voice vote. 
2. Discuss and/or approve bike trail to go through the Town of Lind – Jane Haasch was available at tonight’s meeting. She reported signs will be placed on existing sign posts if located in the correct place; purpose of bike trail is to let people in the area know where safe place for biking; she also indicated there would be no liability of the townships; the Town Board would like something in writing indicating town not responsible for liability. Postponed until next month’s meeting. 
DISCUSS WAUPACA FIRE DISTRICT FULL TIME CHIEF - $100,000.00: Chairman gall just want to make everyone aware of the discussion of the possibility of a full time chief for the Waupaca Area Fire Department.  
DISCUSS MAPLE LANE CEMETERY- Received the following information from Attorney Michael Pflughoeft, Jr.: The Harrington's were unable to get me the information they kept promising me, so I began to look into what action the Town could take. I spoke with the Wisconsin Historical Society and they agree that this actually isn't a cemetery, it is a burial site. As such, the Harrington's can have it catalogued with the Historical Society and has to follow restrictions there. Because it is not properly a cemetery the Town is under no obligation to maintain or take control of the land if it is abandoned. At this point, I will inform the Harringtons that they need to reach out to the Wisconsin Historical Society to have this catalogued as a burial site. 
DISCUSS OPTIONS FOR HUMANE OFFICER: Chairman Gall reported Happy Tails will not be providing this service any longer. 
REPORT BY COUNTY BOARD SUPERVISORS: Hardy reported Register of Deeds is reporting of illegal transfer of deeds and you should go to the link, follow the prompts to be notified if someone is trying to transfer your deed to your property. 
PUBLIC COMMENT: Hardy reported Weyauwega Fire Department is seeking $2 million to fix buildings, put on an addition. This will be placed as a referendum on next year’s election.
