NICKEL: I appreciate a.l I of the

i nformati on that we have been getti ng. It's
been months, hours, days of I ots of

research. My concerns are a1 i gned a 1ot

wi th many of the concerns rai sed by the

citizens of the Town of Lind; the truck
traffj c, concerned about the safety of that
many semis added to our roads dai ly. I know

it can be a wash compared to sand bei ng
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brought in, but I al so am concerned about

the concentrati on of that duri ng the days.

And the s l ow mov'i ng vehi ci es we have wi th

other farm machi nery on the roads , it's
al ready i mpossi bl e to be wal ki ng down

County A because of the traffic, and I know

thi s is j ust gonna add to our congest i on .

What if the herd -- what if the farm takes

on a I arger herd and then more food waste

wil'l be needed , i ncreasi ng the number of

trucks coming and goi ng each day? And if
that herd grows si gni fi cant'l y, wi 1l thi s

faci I i ty al so need to be enl arged?

I have concern with changi ng the

zoni ng I and use over to i ndust ri al . If this
di gester fai I s or becomes i nact i ve, we'1 1

have an abandoned f ac.i 1i ty s itti ng there.

And what 'is to stop that si te from bei ng

sol d off for any other type of i ndustri al

I evel faci lity to be taken over there?

I al so have concerns that there is a

lot of tax credj ts and government money and

i ncentj ves to put in these di gesters. But

what happens with the digester breaks down?

The money is not there for the repai rs . And

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in talking with two separate owners of

current di gesters that are no l onger

functi oni ng, that was the statement I

recei ved from them; the money was there f or

us to build it, but there was no money to

make the expensive repairs and we couldn't
afford it. We weren't gonna put our

fi nances to that expense.

Fl are-ups. The gas has to meet a

certai n standard to be abl e to go i nto that
pipeline, and we heard some of that
di scussi on toni ght, and in my research al so,

there' s been many of these fac il i ti es that

do not meet that standard and that gas is
conti nuousl y fl ared off .

I al so worry about the HAZMAT

emergency response for our townshi p. I

spoke wi th our fi re chief , Jerry Deuman , a

few months ago and asked him if our

emergency services were prepared to respond

to any type of an emergency that coul d occu r

out there; fi re, exp l osi on , HAZMAT, gas

leaks. He was not even aware of this
project occurri ng. He sai d he woul d have no

way to respond if that was something they
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were sui tabl e for because he di dn't
what the proj ect was .

And then down to the Town of

comprehensi ve p1an, again, it states

sites for bus iness and i ndustri al

know

Highway 10 corri dor. Thi s area has all the

utiIities where readiIy avai I abi e for
three-phase electric, sewer, water,

et cetera, al ong wi th access di rectl y to
Highway 10. And there's a reason that was

put i nto the Comprehens j ve Pl an.

I thi nk changi ng thi s zoni ng and the

I and use I eaves us an i sl and of industrial
zoning in the mjddle of our township and

we're setting a precedence that would open

us up to have to do that in other locations,
and that's not what our plan says we want

done wi th our I and use out there. That ' s my

di scussi on.
